Tin- churge that the oil compan­
ies have deliberately blocked the 
production of artificial rubber for 
mercenary reasons is an example 
of political buck-passing of the 
worst type.

One of the largest companies re- 
cenlly staled categorically that it 
"supports and will fight for just 
one program for synthetic rubber. 
That is, whatever program the gov­
ernment adopts to give our nation 
the most rubber in the shortest pos­
sible time, from any raw material 
whatever, and with the least pos­
sible drain on vital construction 
materials.” Thai is the policy of the 
industry generally.

What has delayed the synthetic 
rubber program Is inexcusable 
political munhundlng. Bureau alter 
bureau has stuck its finger into the 
pie. The public has been fed one 
conflicting opinion otter unother.

Only recently has any order come 
out of the chaos — and only re­
cently has any real start loworil 
solving the problem been made.

Whether Ihe synthetic rubber ear 
best he made from petroleum, grain 
alcohol or anything else is a chem­
ical problem, not one for politicians 
to play with. The oil industry, like 
the rest of the country, wants 
results. Ils Interest, like Ihe inter­
est id' all uf us, lies in getting tires 
in Ihe shortest possible lime, irre­
spective of the process used to 
manufacture them.

FREE ENTERPRISE 

EIGHTS IH E  W AR

In the view of many authorities, 
one of the main reasons for the re­
verses suffered by Hitler in hi 
Russian campaign last winter, was 
lack of railroad transportation. Hit­
ler had pinned his faith on high 
ways and trucks as the ideal mean 
of transport, and the government- 
owned German railway- weie per­
mitted to deteriorate. Since then, 
the Germans have no dould concen­
trated on rebuilding their railroads

In this country, luckily, the rail­
roads were never allowed to go 
downhill. The 1’ost, of Belle Four­
che, South Dakota, tells the story 
well in these words: “Though many 
leaders In this country believed that | 
the truck and highway wet" tak [ 
¡ng the place of the railroad, rail­
road builders did nol let themselves 
he pulled under by this belief. They 
continued to repair roadhi Is, to 
construct stronger freight cai and 
more powerful engines. They con­
centrated upon safety anil s p e e d .

Then war came to our nation 
Oil tankers were sent to the hot 
tom. Fleets of trucks or pipe lines 
could not carry enough oil Io  k e e p  
the wheels turning. An oil short­
age that would retard the war ef 
fort threatened. But Ihe railroad 
lines were still in order at a peak 
of efficiency and down the wc 
tended rails sped trains of tank 
ears. The war industrii of Ihe na 
lion were kepi at full speed I ce.iusc 
the railroads of the United States 
had 110I been allowed Io deteriorate 

The trucks are still necessary, 
but for the long, fast pull no Iran; 
portation has taken Ihe place of 
rails. Free enterprise, which per 
mitted railroads Io develop in a 
lime when trucks seemed Io he th- 
coming mode of transportation, 
free enterprise may mean Ihe dif­
ference between victory anil defeat 
for Hitler, the dictator,”

a railroad train. It is as much a 
art of the war effort as battleship.-

THE BIGGEST BUSINESS

The recent decision of Ihe war 
labor board in the “little steel” case 
should cause of good ileal of think­
ing Ihruout the country.

The hoard allowed steel workers 
a substantial increase in wages, de­
spite Ihe fact that many liberal as 
well as conservative economists are 
convinced liiat higher wages will 
make adequate price control impos­
sible, and start a potentially ilisns- 
lerous inflationary spiral.

The board then decided in favor 
of so-called “union security.” What 
that meant is that men who are 
now members of a union cannot re 
sign from it. They must continue as 
members, and must continue to pay 
(lues, irrespective of their personal 
opinions and desires.

The question this raises is of im­
mense importance. The labor unions 
constitute the biggest of the coun­
try’s “big businesses.’' Inasmuch as 
practically ull war industries work 
under the closed shop or Ihe union 
shop plan, the unions' “take” in in­
itiation fees and dues reaches Incre­
dible proportions. Yet this “big 
business,” as distinct from all other 
"big businesses," is riot subject to 
regulation or public control in any 
shupe, manner or form. No public 
accounting is made of the receipt or 
distribution of Ihe vast sums it re­
ceives. It is an absolute fact that a 
small group of union beads has far 
greater power over the life and 
death of this nation than any other 
private group has ever possessed.
It is also a fact that no man can go 
to work in a government-financed 
war industry which is making the 
instruments of war on which the 
entile nation depends for survival, 
without paying tribute to a union— 
and without accepting iron-handed

Citizens Defense Corps has been 
established in an administrative 
order issued by Janies M. Landis, 
Director of the U. S. Office of 
Civilian Defense. This is not one 
of the protective services but ia 
classed as a related service.

The insignia for the new unit 
follows that in use by the U. S. 
armed forces with the addition of 
the traditional OCD background.

The insignia for the Christian 
Chaplain is the Latin Cross in red, 
in a white triangle in a circular 
field of blue. The insignia for the 
Jewish Chaplain consists of the six- 
pointed star centered above “Tables 
of the Law” in silhouette in red, 
within a white triangle in a circular 
field of blue. .

Chaplains will administer to the 
religious and spiritual needs of per­
sons suffering from the effet'U or 
air raids or other disaster. They 
will be appointed by the local au­
thorities upon complying with usual 
requirement, for membership in the 
U. S. Citizens Defense Corps, ex­
cept no special training courses are 
prescribed.
