How Dairymen Kate; Raspberry Named 
After Canby; Spray Tansy Ragwort

H ow  do Clackamas County 

da irym en stack up w ith  others 
around the state? A fte r  looking 
over a sum m ary o f Oregon 
D a irv  Tmnrnvpnwnt Association 
reports we would conclude tha t 
they are doing com paratively 
w ell. F o r instance the cows un­
der test in th is  county averaged 
8305 pounds o f m ilk  and 409 
pounds o f bu tte rfa t. The state 
average is 8377 pounds o f m ilk  
and 387.4 pounds o f bu tte rfa t.

bu t not so much to ta l m ilk  as 
some o f the breeds o f la rge r 
cattle.

Roughage Cost Down
The average cost o f roughage 

per cow in  Clackamas county 
fo r  last year was $107. Cost of 
roughage was s lig h tly  low er in 
M alheur C ounty w ith  an average 
o f $89.26, U m a tilla  w ith  $99.35 
and Lane w ith  $105.64. B u t 
Clackamas County had a low er 
roughage cost than the other 
seven counties reporting. Four 
counties fa iled  to show roughage 
costs.

C lackamas C ounty da irym en 
fed more g ra in  than the state 
average of$107.01. O ur cow av- 
average o f $107.01. O ur cow av- 
w hich s im p ly  means tha t we 
feed a l it t le  better than some.

In  average re tu rn  fo r 1 d o ll-” ' 
expended fo r  feed Clackamas 
County again rates high. Our 
re tu rn  fo r  1 do llar's w o rth  wp«
$2.35. We were exceeded by 
M alheur w ith  $2.81, U m atilla  
w ith  $2.54 and Lane w ith  $2.47.

Butterfat tost
O ur b u tte rfa t average cost 

was 46 cents: a pound, second 
lowest in  the state. M alheur 
County da irym en had the lowest 
cost—40 cents. B u tte rfa t costs 
varied from  M alheur's low  of 
40 cents to a cost o f 80 cents

Clackamas C ounty and more 

specifica lly  the tow n o f Canby 
has been given recognition by 
the United States D epartm ent 
o f A g ricu ltu re  and Oregon 
State College recently by the 
in troduction  o f the Canby v a r i­
e ty  o f red raspberry. The Canby 
va rie ty  has been tested in th is  
county fo r  e igh t o r nine years 
as Oregon selection 549.

I t  is the resu lt o f a cross made 
in  1933 by George Waldo, U.S. 
D.A. p lant breeder and h o r t i­
c u ltu r is t stationed at C orvallis.
In  1937 it  was selected by W a l­
do as a seedling having ou t­
standing characteristics and 
tests were established to deter­
mine its  value fo r  an a ll around 
berry.

Long Testing
The Canby was f irs t  tested 

in  th is  county in  the Canby- 
A uro ra  area in the ea rly  1940’s. 
O ur records fo r  the period fa il to  
give the name o f the grow er 
who firs t tested th is  selection. 
In  1945 the Canby was included 
w ith  a group o f p rom ising seed­
lings planted on the H aro ld  
Bushue fa rm  near Boring. Since 
tha t tim e it has been tested on 
a large num ber o f fa rm s 
th roughout the county.

In  1948 H aro ld  Johnson, C ol­
ton; Tony Laccinole, C lackamas; 
Ed Day .West L in n ; and C. W. 
Paterson, C arver; established 
sm all p lantings o f the va rie ty  
to determ ine soil requirements. 
I t  was found tha t the selection 
required a deep, loose, open tex­
tured soil w hich is w ell drained. 
I t  fa iled to surv ive  p lantings 
made on low -ly ing soils.

First Plantings
F irs t large scale p lantings to 

compare yields o f Canby w ith  
W ashington and W illam ette  va­
rie ties were established in 1950. 
Three rows o f Canby followed 
by three rows o f e ithe r o f the 
other varieties were planted in 
s trips through the new p lantings 
in order to  compare yields. 
These tests showed tha t yields 

| o f Canby were as good and in 
most cases, s lig h tly  better than 
the other varieties. These tests 
were made by Rudy Pavli vac, 
Oregon C ity ; Herman Wa.do, 
Oregon C ity ; Fred M olt, C lack­
amas; John Thomas, Beaver­
creek; Ross Clapp, Sandy; Tonv 
Mantia, P ortland; C. M . 'M o ff it t ,  
A u ro ra ; S. Nagae, Deep Creek; 
M. F u jim o to  and T. C. Hend 
ricks. Damascus.

Pickers Prefer
In  addition, growers found 

pickers preferred to harvest 
549 than W illam ette  or Wash-1

ington. The f ru it  has an attract- ] 
ive red color and excellent keep­
ing qua lities  as a fresh m arket 
berry, w hich are superior than 
present varieties being grown.
The be rry  size is about the equal
of WUlamette. In  addition, th» ___________
fru it in g  habits are better than Main Street

Certification
C ertifica tion  should be applied 

fo r  th rough  the C ounty Agents’
O ffice  by June 1 fo r  the fo llow ­
ing  crops: A lta  fescue, creeping 
red fescue, M erion bluegrass,
T ua la tin  oatgrass, perennial rye ­
grass and tim othy.

The ce rtifica tion  program  fo r 
Kenland red clover includes a 
seedling inspection applied foi 
before o r im m edia te ly  a fte r 
seeding and a blossom tim e in ­
spection applied fo r  by Ju ly  1 
each year seed is produced.

A pp lications fo r  ce rtifica tion  ■  
and o ff ic ia l standards fo r  Oregon ' 
ce rtified  seeds can be obtained j F

Office.

Tansy R agw ort
Tansy ragw ort, the weed 

which is deadly poisonous to  I 
much o f ou r livestock, should 
be sprayed now i f  i t  hasn't 
already been sprayed. I t  is eas­
ie r destroyed w ith  2,4-D w h ile  in 
the rosette stage. The ester 
type 2,4-D has given good con­
tro l. S praying should be done 
on a calm  day to avoid spray 
d r ift .  Use at least 3 pounds acid 
per acre.

Tansy ra g w o rt is one o f the 
weeds w hich must be controlled 
since the county is a weed con­
tro l d is tr ic t fo r  i t  along w ith  
Gorse.
