I am pleased to report that 

the state senate this week went 
on record in favor of taking the 
state out of the property tax 
fielc. Senate Bill 92 which repeals 
a previous legislative act author­
izing the State Tax Commission 
to impose a levy of not to exceed 
six mills on property when 
other revenue sources prove in­
adequate was passed by a vote 
of 26 to 3. This !s the bill that 
was taken away from the senate 
tax committee last week after 
that committee had failed to re­
port it out for action- On final 
roll call 12 Democrats and 14 
Republicans voted for the bill.

The Clackamas county dele­
gation split on this measure. I 
was happy to support the meas­
ure since I have long felt that 
the state should depenc on 
other revenue sources, leaving 
the property tax field to local 
governmental units. Three legis­
lative Interim committees on 
which I have been privileged to 
serve have recommended this 
action. Senator Monroe Sweet- 
land (D) Milwaukie was one of 
three members voting against 
the measure- The other two were 
Senator Ben Musa (D) of The 
Dalles, and Senator Walter 
Pearson (D) Portland.

One of the reasons Senator 
Sweetland gave for his “No” vote 
was his fear that passage of the 
bill “might greatly impair the 
crec.it of the state.” But Fred 
Paulus, deputy state treasurer 
and a recognized authority on 
the bond market, had testified 
before the tax committee that no 
harm would be done the state’s 
credit by passage of this bill. On 
the other hand I am convinces 
that the credit of Oregon cities 
and school districts will be im­
proved if bond buyers know 
that the state has left the pro­
perty tax field to these units of 
government.

And, speaking of the state’s 
credit, a nationally recognized 
authority on governmental fi­
nancing has saic that a serious 
factor in Oregon’s credit and 
fiscal position is “the rather irra­
tional use of the initiative and 
referendum, especially as it ap­
plies to tax legislation.” This 
refers particularly to the use of 
the referendum against tax 
measures passed by the legisla­
ture. This practice, this authority 
said, “precludes the establish­
ment af long-range and construc­
tive fiscal programs.” The last 
legislature sought to correct this 
situation by referring to the 
people a proposed constitutional 
amendment permitting the use of 
the emergency clause on revenue 
measures but the voters turned 
it down.

Last week I promised to say 
something about another school 
measure that is attracting wide­
spread interest. That is the school 
district reorganization bill (HB 
163). Since then the House has! 
passed the bill by a vote of 46 to I 
10 and the measure is now in 
the Senate committee on educa- ! 
tion.

Briefly, the measure provides 
a new approach to the problem 
of school district reorganization.
It provices, first, that within 60 
days after the act becomes effec 
tive the school superintendent 

| in every county shall call a con- 
{ vention of all school board mem­
bers in the county. This conven- 

j tion would then select a commit- 
i tee of nine members who might 
J be school board members or 
i other legal voters .

It would be the duty of this 
committee to "Prepare a com­
prehensive plan for the reorgan­
ization of school districts within 
the county" This plan would 
provide for the incorporation of 
all areas of the county into one 
or more administrative school 
districts.

Following completion of the 
preliminary plans the committee 
would hold a public hearing at 
which it would hear any objec­
tions, if any. After the hearing 
the committee would determine 
upon a final plan which would 
be submitted to the State Board 
of Education.

The state boarC would then ’ 
hold a public hearing, make sur-, 
veys, e tc . and if it found the 
plan to be satisfactory would i

return it to the county com­
mittee. The county school super­
intendent would then call a 
special election to be held in 
each of the proposed new admin­
istrative districts. If a majority 
of the voters in the proposed 
district approved the plan it 
would become effective regard­
less of the fact that a majnHty 
of the voters in some of the dis­
tricts incorporated into the new 
district might have voted against

At a public hearing on the 
measure opposition was voiced 
by spokesmen for some farm 
groups a n d  individuals w ho  
feared that control over the 
schools woulc be lost by persons 
living in rural areas. Supporters 
of the measure, however say 
this would not be the case since 
the new districts would be di­
vided into seven-zones each to 
be represented on the school 
board by one member who must 
be a resident of his zone but 
who could be elected by the 
voters of the entire cistrict.
