How Can I Know Good Beef

has the Valley Migrant League 
offered tlx- migrant a»1 season­
al farm worker - to which its 
efforts are dedicated?

Its first objective has been to 
help the migrants whoearnless 
money th in any other group in 
the United States. They alsohve 
ureter the most distressingcir- 
cumstances - more so than any 
other group in the country.

Have you ever visited a mi­
grant camp? Have you seen their 
oix' room cabins without any 
plumbing - .«xi noticed the small 
wood burning stove which must 
heat their one room and then 
be used to cook their meager 

meal. Four to eight children 
with their father and mother 
(sometimes a grandmother) live 
and sleep In this one room.

The migrant is not organized 
and only recently has the effort 
been made to get the minimum 
hourly wage for him. The VML 
is doing all it can to remedy this 
condition.

Day-care is a real blessing. 
VML provides these centers for 
the little ones while the mothers 
and fathers pick the crops - 
from early morning until sun­
down, All do not avail them­
selves of this service. En­
couragement is given to keep 
the little ones out of the hot

fields. In day-care centers the 
children are fed a hot luncheon 
and given two snacks, they re­
ceive medical care when it is 
necessary. The children learn 
to play with other children - the 
mother also learns a different 
way of feeding and caring for 
her children.

1 Special opportunities are 
provided for schooling so that 
the children can catch up in 
their lessons. Migrants are en­
couraged to send their children 
to these day schools Instead 
of letting them go to the fields. 
Because they move around so 
much the children lose a great 
many school hours. This is a 
great handicap to the children 
and leads to drop-outs.

1 In the evening VML provides 
adult classes for those men ami 
women who would like to settle 
down. An equivalent of a high 
school certificate is given them 
on completion of the course. 
This enables the migrant to get 
a better job - particularly in the 
fall and winter months when he 
is not harvesting the crops.

There are classes for weld­
ing, mechanicsand trades. Eng­
lish is taught to the Spanish 
people. The adult education de­
partment tries to meet the needs 
of the seasonal farm worker 
so he can help himself tow ards 
a better and more stable life.

The Centers - and there are 
seven - which are under the 
jurisdiction of the Valley Mi­
grant League in Woodburn - are 
all placeswhere the migrantcan 
come and bring his problems. 1 
The VML Centers see that the 
migrant, young or old, who is 1 
sick gets to the clinic. Special 
transportation is provided when ' 
needed. 1

For the most part the migrant 1 
comes silently into the com­
munity to pick the crops. The 
community is scarcely aware 
that he is there. The VML is 
making the community more 
aware of die migrant and his 
needs - and his almost solitary 
life. This is serious for it often 
leads to the only place which ac­
cepts him - the tavern. We all 
need friendly and kindly con-

est problem to solve) and then 
a job is secured. Other com­
munity agencies particularly 
the Migrant Ministry help in 
many ways.

All Centers employ ex- 
seasonal workers as aides, they 
are invaluable in helping newly 
settle farm workers feel at 
home in their new community. 
Changing from a migratory ex­
istence to steady work takes a 
great deal of understanding.

terns. the vast change to mech­
anization ahead for many of the 
farms will necessitate an accel­
erated program for VML.

The migrant is a great lover 
of the Lind. Like the farmer he 
rarely complains at the long 
hours. Both farmer and migrant 
love the earth and its marv­
elous yield. However for the 
most part the life of the mi­
grant is pretty intolerable and 
for the children worse.

It is to this eni that the 
Valley Migrant League and its 
Centers under its able Director, 
Mr. Will Pate, have dedicated 
their efforts.

Through VML efforts the 
community is finding more w ays 
to help - we have a Volunteer 
Transportation Committee here 
in Sandy which Mrs. F. M. For­
man and Mrs. Lamb are co- 
chairmen.

At the Centers the migrant 
can meet other people in a 
friendly way and plans are under 
way to find ways and means for 
evening recreation. In some of 
the centers there are many 
happy social activities.

The Sdndy Opportunity Center 
welcomes ideas and help from 
the community - it also invites 
the public to visit the Center.
