ft’s ITovr tan
Parking Lot Accident

Mrs. Jones parked her car 
in the supermarket parking lot 
while she shopped. When she 
returned, she found that some­
one had backed into the side 
of her car, causing consider­
able damage. The other driver 
had left without leaving his 
name.

Fortunately, another shopper 
witnessed the accident and in­
formed Mrs. Jones of the li­
cense number of the other car. 
What can Mrs. Jones do about it?

The police usually will not 
make an accident report, or 
issue a traffic citation ocur- 
ring on private property.

The Motor Vehicle Code — 
which sets forth the rules of the 
road--applies only to the oper­
ation of motor vechlcles on pub­
lic streets and highways, it does 
not apply to accidents on private 
property, such as a store’s 
parking lot.

The police were glad, how­
ever, to obtain ownership of 
the offender’s car from the 
license number and tell Mrs. 
Jones, so she could pursue 
her own remedies.

Even though the rules of the 
road do not apply off the street, 
the common law rules of neg­
ligence do. Thus, anyone who 
negligently causes Injury or 
damage to another can be held 
civilly responsible for the 
damages, in this case, Mrs. 
Jones has a cause of action 
against the other person, and 
should be able to collect for 
the damage to her car.

Also, remember that the 
liability insurance carried by 
most vehicle owners does cover 
accidents both on and off the 1 
highway. Here the other car 
owners’ insurance company 
would probably cover the 
damage to Mrs. Jones' car.

The City of Sandy are! its 
adjacent area along the Sandy 
River is being put into a squeeze 
play between the State Planning 
Commission and the Bonneville 
Power Administration.

According to the State, 
Sandy’s man industry is offer­
ing the public scenic views and 
reaction. To implement this de­
cision the area along the Sandy, 
River was zoned as a Green 
Belt to protect its scenic beau­
ty.

Recently, a real estate brok­
er from California, who wished 
to construct a 500home housing 
development along this scenic 
Sandy River was refused per­
mission because of this Green 
Belt ordinance.

Therefore, the area is left 
to the land owners to produce 
homes that will keep the green­
ery (trees, shrubs) intact.

On the other hand, the Bon­
neville Power Administration 
wants an easement for two 500,- 
000 volt transmission lines. . . 
one of the lines will later be 
Increased to 750,000 voltes.

To build these lines a 350 
foot path would have to parallel 
the Sandy River, thus eventu­
ally destroying the Green Belt. 
The lines would then continue 
up the river bluff and cut a 
path through some of the city’s 
prime residential property.

Consequently, Sandy is caught 
in a squeeze play between two 
government agencies. One 
states you can build homes only 
if you meet standards for pre­
serving the Green Belt Zone, 
and the other claims it neces­
sary to build two transmission 
lines through the area, thereby 
destroying the city’s main in­
dustry—scenic beauty.

Approximately two weeks ago 
the city attempted to save this 
industry by proposing to BPA 
an alternate route which would 
go through some outlying farm 
land that is mainly used for 
pasture.

BPA has said they need about 
a month to make adetailedsur- 
vey of this alternate route so 
that they can inform and con­
sult with the land owners along 
It.

Sandy Mayor Harold Edes has 
said that he will ask for an­
other meeting with the Bonne­
ville representatives around 
the middle of September.

That’s about the way things 
stand now.

Nothing is likely for several 
years in Highway Department 
plans to upgrade the 181st ex­
change on the Banfleld freeway.

He explained that traffic con­
ditions, while not ideal, are not 
bad at 181st and thus work has 
been deferred.

The state plans to buikl two 
new exists at 181st and Ban- 
field. One, for eastbouml traf­
fic, will take off some distance 
wes. of the present exist and 
will merge gradually into 181st, 
southbound. The other, for 
westbpund traffic, will be en­
tirely neig. there is no west­
bound exit at 181st at present.

No changes are planned tn 
the other eastbound exit, nor the 
westbound entry onto Banfleld.

Ultimately, the state plans to 
update Banfleld from 122nd to 
roughly Troutdale. The work 
will include wider shoulders, 
better drainage, a wider 
median strip aid new paving 
overlaid on the old.
