Voters in Oregon will reject
Gov. McCall's property tax
relief measure for school
support if it ever passes the
Legislature

Oregonians, with a bellyful of
inflation, are not going to ac-
cept a program that can have
no other result than the raising
of rents, and the cost of ser-
vices and commodities. We are
not so naive as to believe the
added tax on business is going
to be absorbed by
shareholders—that the tax on
income-producing property is
going to be borne by the farmer
and the landlord

The urgency of property tax
relief stems first from
rebellious taxpayers, but also
from the California court
decision that school support by
property tax results in unequal
funding among the districts,
thus giving richer districts
better education—in theory,
anyway. Gov. McCall's plan
will still allow the districts to
tax themselves up to $2.00 per

$1000 to augment the state
portion. Legislators should be
quick to recognize that the

richer districts would easily
pass Lhe $2.00 millage while the
poorer districts would reject it
This brings about the same
unconstitutional result of
unequal funding which would

certainly be successfully
challenged should it ever
become law

Oregon voters should urge
their representatives to devise
some constitutionally-limited,
substituted tax, either on sales
or income, which will equitably
distribute the education bur-
den, and will give property or
rent relief to every person in
the State of Oregon.
