Test Windmill Sought 
for Boardman Site

PGE has applied to the Energy Research and 
Development Administration for selection 
of the north central Oregon Boardman site 
for one of the governm ent’s giant test 
windmills. The unit, to be constructed in 
1979, will test the economics and reliability 
of wind generated electricity. The blades — 
spanning 300 feet — are being built and 
tested by the Boeing Engineering and Con­
struction Co., and will spin to generate elec- 
t r ic i ty  w h en  the
wind blows 11 miles
or m ore per hour. It 
w ould take 500 such 
units to equal the 
output of the Trojan 
nuclear plant. Site selection from among
several applicants will be made by ERDA 
later this year.

$4.3 Million Goes to 
55 Oregon Cities

PGE has issued checks totaling 14,362,352 
to 55 cities in the seven counties in which it 
operates in payment of franchise fees for 
conducting business within those cities 
during 1977. Cities in Clackamas, Washing­
ton, Yamhill, Polk, Columbia, Marion, and 
Multnomah counties received the pay­
ments which help meet city operating 
expenses.

Forest Service 
gears up for 
fire season

Forest Service crews and 
equipment are being readied 
for this year's forest fire 
season, and although the 
number of fire-fighting units 
w ill be slightly less than 
during last year’s drought, 
fu ll capability is being 
maintained.

In Oregon and Washington, 
the Forest Service has taken 
a closer look at fire  
protection costs and has 
allocated some $4 million 
heretofore used for pre­
suppression readiness to 
disposal of hazardous forest 
fuels (slash and other 
material).

This change in emphasis is 
part of a long-term fire 
prevention program aimed 
at ultimately reducing over­
all fire protection costs and 
damage to resources, says 
R.E. Worthington, regional 
forester, Pacific Northwest 
Region.

Worthington pointed out 
that one of the factors that 
w ill help the Forest Service 
maintain its a b ility  to 
respond to all fires that need 
immediate action will be the 
use of personnel from Job 
Corps and Young Adult

C o n s e rv a t io n  C o rp s  
programs.

These crews are being 
organized and trained in 
addition to regular Forest 
Service people, he said.

A ls o , c o o p e r a t iv e  
agreements with the states of 
Oregon and Washington 
provide for reciprocal fire 
protection help, Worthington 
observed.

While generally the Forest 
Service protects only 
National Forest lands, fire 
planning and preparedness is 
closely coordinated with the 
other land management 
agencies and much valuable 
mutual aid is realized an­
nually, he emphasized.

Without such inter-agency 
support, state and federal 
forest fire  organizations 
individually would be hard 
put to cope with the fire 
suppression impacts ex­
perienced by one or more of 
the agencies almost every 
year.

“ By pooling our fire  
fighting resources, we are 
able to achieve greater ef­
ficiencies in protecting our 
Northwest forest lands from 
w ildfire,”  Worthington said.

Commission 
speeds process

C la c k a m a s  C o u n ty  
Commissioners last week 
speeded up the process for 
county residents to obtain 
temporary mobile home 
permits.

Persons who wish to live in 
a mobile home temporarily 
either because they are 
building a house on the 
property, or are taking care 
of an ill relative, no longer 
need to bring their case 
before the county Board of 
Adjustment.

Instead, both types of 
applications w ill now be 
handled by the planning 
staff.

In the firs t case, the 
property owner need only 
show receipt of a building 
permit to get a one-year 
mobile home permit.

In the second case, the 
planning staff w ill wait two 
weeks to a month to obtain 
responses from  adjacent 
property owners. Any 
negative response w ill result 
in a board hearing.

Both types of permits 
previously took two to three 
months for approval.

Assistant planner Doug 
McClain estimated that 80 
percent of all mobile home 
permits fall into these two 
categories.

Automobile 
insurance 
now required

U you own a car and don’t 
have liability insurance to 
cover it, or proof you can pay 
the costs of an accident, you 
w ill be breaking the law as of 
July 1.

Under legislation passed 
by the 1977 Legislature, all 
car owners are required to 
have minimum lia b ility  
coverage by the first of next 
month or a surety bond worth 
$35,000 as proof that the cost 
of an accident can be 
covered.

State officials with the 
Motor Vehicles Division 
estimate that at least one in 
seven, and possibly one in 
five, do not carry auto 
liability insurance for one 
reason or another.

After July 1, car owners 
will have to show proof that 
they carry the insurance 
before registration for new 
license plates will be issued

State Officials at the MVD 
say it is a good idea to carry

some form of insurance 
identification in the car at all 
times.

Persons found guilty of 
driving without the coverage 
are subject to a $100 fine on 
first offense. The fine w ill be 
dismissed if  the offender can 
secure the insurance and 
show proof of it within 15 
days of the conviction.

The minimum coverage 
required is $15,000 for one 
injury, $30,000 for injuries in 
one accident, and $5,000 for 
property damage.

Exempted from the law 
are farm  tractors and 
similar off-the-road vehicles 
and antique cars. Antiques 
are defined as being at least 
25-years-old and not used 
p rim a r ily  to transport 
persons or equipment.

Persons who falsely certify 
they have the lia b ility  
coverage are subject to a 
$1,000 fine, a year in ja il or 
both.

energy conservation; u r­
banization; and human 
services.
