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Juvenile progra II
termed a success

O R E G O N  C IT Y  —  A p ro g ra m  designed to keep  
ru n aw ay teen-agers out of Juvenile detention ha lls  was  
successful du ring  its firs t m onth  in C la c k a m a s  County, 
but there still is " a  trem endous need ” for m ore  
vo lun teer fa m ilie s  to m a k e  it w o rk , accord ing  to a  
p ro g ra m  counselor.

The co un ty ’s youth deten tion d ivers io n  pro g ram , 
which began D ec. 1 by Th e  Boys and G ir ls  A id  Society  
of O regon, is ta ilo red  a fte r  a successful tw o -year-o ld  
p ro g ra m  in W ashington C o u n ty . Th ro ug h  the p ro g ra m , 
ru n a w ays  a re  housed w ith  vo lun teer fa m ilie s  fo r tw o to 
10 days w h ile  they and th e ir  paren ts  undergo coun­
seling to help reso lve  conflicts . B efore , ru n aw ays  w ere  
housed w ith  other ju ven ile  offenders in a  Juvenile 
detention fa c ility  here.

“ O ur purpose is to keep them  out of d e ten tio n ,”  said  
C am  S huford, a counselor fo r the C lac kam as  pro g ram . 
F o r  a ru n a w a y , whose av era g e  age is ‘ ‘fro m  13 through  
15,” ja i l  can be “ a re a lly  frig h ten in g  exp erien ce ,”  
Shuford said. I t  also is in ap p ro p ria te  because a 
ru n a w a y  is only a “ status o ffen der, they h a ven ’t  done 
anyth ing  w rong to society, re a lly ,”  he said.

O ften , the re la tio n sh ip  established w ith  a  vo lunteer 
fa m ily  is the strongest source o f counseling fo r the  
ru n a w a y , Shuford said. “ The k id s  respond w ell 
because they know the fa m ily  is doing it  because they  
c a re , not because th e y ’re  being p a id .”

F iv e  teens have gone through the C lac kam as  
p ro g ra m  since D ec. 1 and a ll but one have re tu rn ed  to 
th e ir  fa m ilie s , he sa id . The re m a in in g  teenager had 
ru n  fro m  a foster hom e and now has been placed in a 
p e rm an en t foster hom e, he sa id .

T h e re  w ill be m ore  ru n a w ays  in J a n u a ry  and  
F e b ru a ry , how ever, S chuford said. T h e re  a re  few er  
incidents of teens leavin g  hom e du ring  the ho liday  
season betw een T h an ksg iv ing  and N ew  Y e a r ’s and  
du ring  the s u m m er, and m o re  du ring  the school y e a r, 
he said. The tim e  around re p o rt cards is especially  
bad. v

F o r  th a t reason, th e re  is a continuing need fo r  
vo lun teer fa m ilie s , includ ing  in un incorporated  areas  
of the county, S chuford said. Such fa m ilie s  get “ a  lot 
out of the p ro g ra m ” and a re  usually not ca lled upon 
m o re  than once e v e ry  other m onth , he said.

Persons in terested  in prov id in g  te m p o ra ry  housing 
through the p ro g ra m  should c a ll Shuford a t 656-2928.
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“ M ost of the res id ents  up here  w o rk  fo r businesses which  
are  dependent on the to uris t tra d e ,” she said. “ And m ost 
businesses up here  a re  e ith e r  d ire c tly  or in d ire c tly  touris t- 
su pp orted .”

Rogers said it  isn ’t possible a t th is point to  assess a do lla r  
fig u re  on the loss to w e a th e r. She said one o f her clients was 
an independent m ote l ow ner, whose business “ was booked 
up solid (w ith  reserva tio n s ) fo r the fo ur-day  N e w  Y e a r ’s 
w ee ken d .”

Som e of the guests kept th e ir  N e w  Y e a r ’s E v e  reser­
vations, although m an y canceled out in ad van ce. “ B ut the 
m ote l w as em p ty  the o ther th ree  n ig h ts ,"  she said.

Red L ion In n  a t B o w m a n ’s R eso rt m ay  have a de layed  
season, ra th e r  th an  no season, according to the general 
m a n a g e r, Bud G av in o .

G av in o  said th a t m ost of the re s o rt’s custom ers who  
m ade reserva tion s have m oved them  up tw o  or th ree  weeks 
ra th e r  than  cancelling .

“ O rg in a lly  I  thought it w as going to be p re tty  b a d ,”  he 
said. “ W hen the snow d id n ’t com e, I  thought people would  
cancel and ski e lsew here . T h en  the d o lla rs  a re  lost for 
good.”

“ But th is w ay the d o llars  w ill stay in the c o m m u n ity ,”  he 
continued. “ T h e y ’ll ju s t com e in fo u r weeks or fiv e  weeks  
la te r .”

G av in o  said the w o rst aspect of the s itua tion  is “fro m  the 
labor point of v ie w ."  The reso rt has cu t back  to 40 e m ­
ployees, a t a tim e  w hen it  usually  has 60 on the s taff.

“ W e ’ve had to cut back to our O ctober and N o vem b er  
sta ff levels in o rd e r to keep an even k e e l,”  he sa id .

P erhaps the hardest h it by the m is fo rtu n e  w ere  
businesses in G o vern m en t C a m p , w h ere  th e re  a re  few er  
year-ro un d  residents to c a rry  a business through a slack  
season.

Spike B ru g g em an , of the M a g ic  M ogul S ki Shop, said  
business w as “ te r r ib le .”  W h at is “ n o rm a lly  our busiest 
tim e  of ye ar has dropped to the slow est,”  he sa id .

B ru gg em an es tim ated  th a t the store usually has several 
hundred custom ers a day th is tim e  of y e a r . “ N ow  w e have  
15 or 20, and m ost a re  ju s t b row sing .”

D a r r ’s C hevron S tation , also in G o vern m en t C am p , is 
su fferin g  a 70 per cent drop in business over co m p arab le  
periods in o ther years . R ic h a rd  L o h rie , a tow  tru c k  d r iv e r  
for the serv ice  station  said the w e a th e r has “ hu rt 
everybody up h e re .”

Iz ih r ie  said the business, owned by R ic k  A dam as of 
B rightw ood, has been cu tting  back em ployees ' h o irs , w ith  
one fu ll-tu n e  m an  being cut back to p a rt-tim e .

Lo h rie  doubts the loss can be recouped, even if  the 
w ea th e r w ere  to tu rn  a t th is point. " I t ’d be ro u g h ,”  he said. 
“ W e’d have to have re a lly  good snowing and a lot of tra ff ic  
to b rin g  back the las t m o n th .”

But in  spite of th e ir  fe ars  (o r  perhaps because o f th e m ),  
m ost businesspersons on the m oun ta in  a re  echoing Bud  
G av in o  o f the Red Lion.

“ W e ’ve been p r im a r ily  w a itin g  for sn ow ,” G av ino  said. 
“ W e a re  reso lute in our b e lie f th a t it w ill c o m e .”
