Forest Service eyes 
plant management

The U S  Forest Service 
has established guidelines 
fo r  fu tu r e  m e th o d s  of 
m a n a g in g  c o m p e t in g  
vegetation

There were seven a lte r­
natives under study and 
regional forester R E W or­
th ington chose one that calls 
fo r the use of a varie ty  of 
methods, but w ith  an ex­
pected reduction in use of 
chem icals

"W h e re  chem ica ls  are  
considered for use, they w ill 
be c r it ic a lly  examined for 
possible effects on adjacent 
land, streams and water 
systems, and nearness to 
people and com m unities.’ ’ 
W orthington said

A ll methods of vegetation 
management an* analyzed 
in such a manner, he added, 
noting that herbicides are 
just one tool used to ac­
complish resource manage­
m e n t o b je c tiv e s  O th e r 
methods discussed in the 
fina l environm ental im pact 
s ta tem en t were m anua l, 
mechanical, biological, the r­
mal and chemical

The statement does not go 
in to  s p e c if ic s  on w h a t 
methods w ill lx* used in the 
fu ture , however National 
forest supervisors w ill lw 
responsible for m aking an 
environm enta l analysis for 
each ind iv idual case and 
se lec ting  an a p p ro p ria te  
method

Analyses of most vegeta 
tion management projects 
are a continuation of those 
already prepared for other 
work, such as preparation of 
a tim be r sale or a range 
a l lo tm e n t  m a n a g e m e n t 
plan

Purposes of vegetation 
m anagem ent a re  to re ­
establish trees on harvested, 
burned or brush-covered 
lands, m ainta in desirable 
stocking levels for optim um  
p ro d u c t io n ;  re -e s ta b lis h  
forage resources on range or 
forest range lands; sh ift 
species composition of plant 
com m unities to m ainta in  or 
im p ro v e  h a b ita t  fo r  
designated w ild life  species; 
promote public safety by 
rem oving hazards on rights- 
of-way, roads and tra ils  by 
e lim ina ting  noxious weeds; 
increase eff.ciency by con 
tro llin g  w ild fire , and main 
tain fac ilities  and cap ita l im 
provements

W orthington said that the 
a lte rn a tiv e  selected best 
meets a ll the evaluation 
c r ite r ia , w ith due considera­
tion  to pub lic  com m ent, 
public health and safety, en 
v ironm ental protection, cost 
effectiveness, em ploym ent 
o p p o r tu n it ie s  and  a c ­
complishment of Forest Ser­
vice goals

Smoke detectors vital 
in protecting homes

Protecting a home against 
f ire  can be simple, w ith  the 
e lim ination  of hazards, the 
in s ta l la t io n  and
m a in te n a n c e  o f sm oke  
detectors and the im plem en­
tation of a fam ily  escape 
plan

E ire  breaks out every 45 
seconds in homes across the 
United States, according to 
B ill Tadlock of the Insurance 
In form ation  Institute Pro 
perty  damage runs in the 
billions and close to 7,500 
lives are lost each year

Prevention is the firs t step 
in safety Trash should be 
kept in covered containers 
and d isposed re g u la r ly  
Paints, paint thinners and 
other flam m able m ateria l 
should be stored in the ir 
o r ig in a l c o n ta in e rs  and 
away from  fire  sources 
Cleanup should follow a ll do 
it-yourself projects

Don't overload c ircu its  or 
used frayed e lectrica l exten 
sion cords W iring  should be 
checked by a gixxl e le c tr i­
cian period ica lly to make 
sure it isn 't fau lty

Use only fuses and c ircu it 
breakers bearing the named 
of a recogn ized te s tin g  
laboratory

Smoke detector batteries 
should be checked often to

make sure the unit is opera 
tional Every home should 
have at least one smoke 
de tec to r in the h a llw ay  
leading to the bedrooms

Additional smoke detec­
tors should l>e considered, 
especially if the home has 
more than one level The 
a larm s may give fam ilies 
precious extra minutes to 
escape, especially if  the fire  
is at night

A fa m ily  escape plan 
should sketch the layout ol 
each floor, including win 
dows, doors and s ta irs  
E v e ry  f a m i ly  m e m b e r 
should tie fa m ilia r  w ith  the 
layout There should lie two 
escape routes front each 
room and they should be 
c le a r ly  m a rk e d  on the 
sketch

Frequent fire  d rills , in ­
c lu d in g  some a t n ig h t, 
should be held so tha t 
everyone w ill know what to 
do in an emergency A fa mi 
ly member should be assign 
ed to help the elderly or very 
young escape

A meeting place outside 
th e  hom e s h o u ld  be 
designated so that everyone 
can meet there at once in 
case of fire  Count heads, 
s tay  toge ther and don 't 
re tu rn  to the house
