Regulations set for deer and elk
MOUNTAIN MADNESS 

Parade of Values!
Printed regulations and 

controlled,hunt application 
cards for 1981 deer and elk 
seasons are now available at 
license agencies throughout 
Oregon.

There have been a number 
of changes in procedure this 
year and hunters are en­
couraged to pick up a copy of 
the regulations as soon as 
possible Instructions should 
be read carefully before ap­
plying for any controlled 
hunts

One change this year is 
that the $1 application fee 
does not need to be submit 
led to the Department of 
h ish and U ild life with a con­
trolled hunt application In 
stead, the fee w ill be paid to 
the license agent when the 
application card is obtained

T h is  e lim in a te s  the 
necessity for sending cash 
through the mail which has

been a source of problems in 
the past The application 
card itself w ill be different 
Instead of spaces for two 
hunters to apply as a party, 
the new card has spaces for

buy a general season deer or 
elk tag The tags w ill not go 
on sale until July 2o

Permits w ill be sent to all 
individuals who are sue 
cessful in the controlled hunt 
drawing or in their bid for a 
lim ited entry tag In another 
new procedure, the hunter 
w ill then take his permit to a 
local license agent and pur 
chase the necesssry tag 
across the counter He must 
have both the permit and the 
lag in possession when par­
ticipating in the controlled or 
lim ited entry hunt

This new procedure again 
eliminates the past practice 
of sending pe rm it fees 
through the mail

Beginning this year, all ap 
plicants for a controlled hunt 
w ill receive no tifica tion  
whether they are successful 
or not In the past, only suc­
cessful app lican ts  were 
notified

A hunter cannot have both 
a general season «'Ik tag and 
an «-Ik tag for a controlled 
hunt Nor can he have a tag 
for a lim ited entry deer hunt 
as well as a general season 
deer tag This is the reason 
hunters are being asked to 
delay buying their general 
season tag until after they 
receive notification of sue 
cess or failure in receiving a 
controlled or lim ited entry 
permit

If the hunter has purchase 
a general season tag and 
then finds h«' has been sue 
cessful in a controlled elk or 
lim ited entry deer drawing 
he can exchange his general 
season tag for the controlled 
hunt tag at the Portland of 
fice or any regional office of 
the Department of Pish and 
Wildlife

It all this sounds complex 
in the telling, hunters should 
find it easier in practice if

they read and follow the pro­
cedures spelled ou, in the 
piinted regulations

< lam diggers traveling to 
the coast should be aware 
that there are few big clams 
in the Clatsop Beach area

Many of the larger clams 
were lot during the winter 
due to unknown causes

Although there are few 
large clams, there is an 
abundance of clams measur­
ing on«* to two inches Dig 
gers should avoid harvesting 
these darns since many will 
reach a harvestable size 
after this winter
