It saves two days order
ing time to be able to learn
by the computer if the
warehouse has what we
need,’’ he said of the phone
link

The in-store computer
system enables local drug
gists to build a patient pro
file for all members of the
family, besides helping to
fix a prescription, refill a
prescription or (ype a
label

It helps keeps record of
third-party prescription
orders for insurance and
welfare patients, too, since
it can provide receipts

Eventually, the drug
store also hopes to handle
all accounting through the
computer, Barker said
For now, the system earns
its keep by providing a list
of drugs, a list of doctors
and patient profile files

The computer files can
hold up to 5000 accounts
and thousands of drugs
Presently, Sandy Rexall
has more than 1,200 pa
tients stored in the com
puter log
