A special levy request of 
I I  6 million to maintain the 
current educational pro­
g ra m s , se rv ice s , and 
enrollment at Mt Hood 
Community College w ill be 
on the ballot March 30

The college has not re­
quested a d d itio n a l 
operating funds since the 
spring of 1980 when district 
voters approved a revision 
of the college's tax base

But even with the current 
tax base and proposed in­
creases in tuition and fees, 
additional revenue will be 
necessary to balance the 
co llege ’s 819 3 m illio n  
general fund budget

MHCC President R. 
Stephen Nicholson told the 
college Board of Education 
the special operating levy 
is necessary p r im a rily  
because of the steadily 
declining percentage of 
s ta te  aid the college 
receives.

He reported that six 
years ago the state funded 
44 percent of the college 
budget Two years ago that 
funding slipped to 39 per­
cent and for next year state 
fun ts are estimated at less 
than 25 percent of the pro- 
,M»sed college budget

The 19 3 million fidget 
for the 1982 83 years is an 
increase of only about nine 
percent over the current 
operating budget It would 
require an estimated tax 
rate of $1 99 per thousnd 
and would increase the tax 
bill for a house appraised 
at 870.000 by less than 822 
next year

The college is striving to 
lower its coats The MHCC 
coat per student is below 
the state average for com­
munity colleges, univer­
sities. and public schools

Also, this year the col­
lege has saved about 
866,000 in energy costs, 
reduced the number of 
class sections offered, in­
creased class sizes, 
e lim in a te d  two ad ­
ministrative positions, and 
put a hold on filling vacant 
job positions.
