“I've always like portraiture,”
Corban said after a visit Monday to
St. Jude's Home in Sandy. ‘‘People
are the most interesting of
anything | know of. There's
something totally different when
you're sitting there drawing.’

The 34-year-old Montana native
got intersted in art with the en-
couragement of his mother who
urged him to sketch. Through the
years he has had a couple college

homes drawing pencil portraits of
residents, he's drawing ink por
traits of homes—his biggest source
of income

“Ink drawings of homes sell the
best. You have to hit people where
they live,” he said, smiling. “'I
guess that's what I've done.”

But it's the portraiture that he
does at homes like St. Jude's that
brings the greatest satisfaction

It boosts the residents’ morale,
he said. “'It's something they can
identify with. It's something that's
theirs at the place where they
live."

Indeed, one nursing home has
created a gallery composed of
drawings Corban has done of its
residents, He said St. Jude's has
plans to display his works also

Volunteers maintain forest here

After reaching the
season’'s midpoint, the
Zigzag Ranger District's
volunteer program is in full
swing.

Since the program began

in May, more than 1,900

hours of work ranging from
planting shrubs for wildlife
habitat to maintaining 19
miles of recreation trails
have been accomplished

In addition to eight
naturalists, district
volunteers include a
forestry aide, trail crew
member, wilderness
guards and campground
hosts. Volunteers serve
varying periods of time,
with most working until
early fall

Two full-time wilderness
guards and a trail crew
member supplement this
season's recreation crew
They maintain the

district’s trail system and
do public contact work in
the heavily used wilderness
and back country sites
where fire prevention and

“no trace’’ education are
goals

said Linda Morris, a
wilderness guard from
West Virginia. 'l came out
here because | wanted to be
in the Cascades for a long
period of time.

The district's Visitor In-
formation Services Pro
gram centers around eight
volunteer naturalists
Throughout the summer,
they rotate between Zigzag
and Columbia Gorge
Ranger Disricts

A major goal of the
naturalists is to be a
reliable information
resource for the public. To
accomplish that, they
serve as visitor facility
guides, or naturalists, at
the Timberine Lodge com
plex, Multnomah Falls and
Vista House Visitor's
Center at Crown Point

Their duties at
Timberline Lodge include
leading lodge tours and

nature walks,
interpretive programs,
designing displays and
manning the Wy'East Day
Lodge Information Win
dow

An innovative idea in
volunteer recreation work
is being advanced by the
Portland Handicapped
Sportsman’s Club. The club
is maintaining and spon
soring the Lost Creek
Nature Trail, a forest path
that accommodates han
dicapped persons

In July, the Sportsman’s
Club, with some help from
friends and associates, in-
stalled railings, put in
pedestal stoves and brush
ed the entire path free of
needles and forest debris
