General Telephone Company customers in the Sandy 
area are now able to dial their own telephone credit 
card calls

Calling Card Service—a new computerized com­
munications feature that enables Calling Card users to 
place a c a ll w ith o ut assistance from  the  
operators—was introduced locally this week

According to Susan Stewart, public affairs manager, 
the new service doesn't require many changes for 
customers Users will enter “0” plus the telephone 
number they are calling, as they have in the past But, 
with Calling Card Service, customers will hear a tone, 
or a tone and an announcement, asking them to enter

their Calling Card number The number is usually their 
area code plus home or business telephone and a four- 
digit identification number, the same number they 
previously gave to an operator

The Calling Card number then is validated, billing in­
formation is recorded automatically and the customer 
is connected to their party in a matter of seconds—all 
without operator assistance

Stewart added that fully-automated or customer- 
dialed Calling Card Service will be available only at 
telephones which have touch calling service

Customers with prefixes 661,663, 665, 666, 667 and 668 
are included in the new service.
