
Deputy clerk retires after 28 years
Alice Booth, deputy clerk at Cot­

tre ll School, is retiring after 28 
years of paying bills and keeping 
board notes

School Superintendent Kathleen 
Hieb said Booth w ill be missed 

'She knows the job backward 
and forward,”  Hieb said You 
could say the Oregon budget laws 
grew up around her They weren't 
even in existence when she 
started "

Booth started at the school in 
1959. working four days a month 
She began working full time about 
15 years ago

"When you come in full time y ou 
pick up extra chores like putting 
Band-Aids on kids,”  she said

Reports required by the state and 
federal government have made the 
job more complicated, she said 
But she also said she thinks a newly 
installed computer will help save 
some time in the office

When she took the job. the school 
had about 50 students and the 
payroll included four teachers, a 
janitor and herself Now the school 
has 225 students and 24 full- and 
part-time employ ees

“ I've loved it here,”  Booth said 
“ I've had two really great bosses, 
two good superintendents.”

Booth worked under Jean Lundy. 
the school’s firs t superintendent, 
until 1983, when Hieb was hired

Booth said she feels lucky to have 
worked in a district with gtxxl 
board members and financia l 
stability. She pointed out that the 
school, which has operated on a tax 
base since 1980, has seen only two 
financial measures defeated at the 
polls in the time she has worked 
there

One levy vote failed because a 
softball team was out play ing on a 
nice night and the team members 
never got around to voting Their 
votes would have carried the elec­
tion. she said.

Alice Booth watched the Oregon budget laws grow up around her.

Booth has four children, 10 grand­
children and one great-grandchild 
W ith  six grandsons p la y ing  
baseball and a constant picnic in 
the backyard,”  Booth's life is hec­
tic at times.

I want to spend some time with
