and took a job as a janitor at 
Centennial High School In 1971 he 
moved to Sandy . where he has been 
active in Sandy Senior Center ac­
tivities

Hegge. who makes jewelry and 
belongs to the Gresham Hock Club, 
has operated the Senior Center's 
gift shop since it opened in the 
mid-1970s

A heart attack in 1985 has slowed 
him down a little, but he still makes 
coffee for all senior center ac­
tivities

Hegge said he seems to lx- get­
ting his strength back He said he 
hopes to start making jewelry 
again soon.

Although he no longer does the 
polka. Hegge said he still enjoys 
slow dancing

Hegge said he participates in ac­
tivities at the Sandy Senior Center 
five days a week

Hegge will be joined on the stage 
during the program Sunday by Mit 
chell, who began school h« ally in a 
one-room schix»! at the bottom of 
Memig's Hill on Cedar ( reek

She was married to Kalph 
Ganger in 1918 in Bull Hun In 1929 
they moved to a homestead in 
Tulelake with their three children 
They operated a dairy and raised 
grain and potatoes

Mr Ganger died in 1943 in a far­
ming accident

She la te r  m arried  W alter 
Olchawa, who worked for the fish 
and wildlife department He died in 
1957

She worked as manager of the 
Tulelake High School cafeteria un 
til 1970, when she retired

Since that time, she has resided 
at her home on the farm in 
Tulelake and enjoys traveling, 
reading and gardening

Walker said it is easier to get fun­
ding for wildlife projects in conjunc­
tion with a timber sale She said im­
provements would lx- made to the 
four streams to allow fish passage 
and spawning, and an attempt would 
lx- made to introduce the peregrine 
falcon into the rock bluffs of Devils 
Creek Grazing or foraging areas 
would benefit deer, elk and bear. 
Walker said

Timber in the area is infested with 
root rot, and the Eorest Service 
would replant the area with disease- 
resistant species such as western red 
cedar and hemlock
