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Sandy team heads 
for state playoffs
Division II squad -u'ins tie-breaker 
to gain spot in Eugene touniainent

Sandy's Division II Junior State 
team is bound for the state baseball 
playoffs this weekend in Eugene

Sandy, sponsored by Gresham 
Eord, finished its regular season tied 
for second place in its conference 
with Aloha's Needville, each with a 
record of 11-4.

The team qualified for the state 
tournament Friday by defeating 
Needville in a tie-breaker contest at 
Sandy, 12-2.

Sandy scored four runs in the bot­
tom of the first inning With one out. 
Pete Rusaw and Rickey Wheeler 
each singled After Aaron Knotts 
walked, the bases were loaded

Ty Wallace then nailed a fly ball to 
left field which was dropped and 
Nusaw scored on the error, giving 
Sandy a 1-0 lead

Mike Senn then singled, driving in 
Wheeler and Knotts and upping San­
dy’s lead to 3-0.

Jeff Spamer grounded out to the 
shortstop, but Wallace scored on the 
play Following an out. Sandy led 4-0

Needville scored once in the top of 
the third, cutting Sandy's advantage 
to 4-1.

But, in the bottom half of the inn­
ing, Sandy picked up a trio of runs on 
two hits, including a triple by Knotts, 
and three Needville errors It upped 
its lead to 7-1

In the fourth, Mack Jermgan led 
off with a single and a stolen base 
Needville then walked three Sandy 
batters and committed a pair of er­
rors, allow ing Sandy to score four ad­
ditional runs en route to the 12-2 
triumph

Sandy played "o u ts tan d in g ' 
defense, said coach Clyde Nusaw 
The team committed just one error

Wheeler was Sandy's starting pit­
cher and was relieved in the third in­
ning by Ty Beckley Both pitchers 
were effective against Needville, 
allowing just the two runs

In this weekend's state tournament 
at Eugene's Sheldon Meadows, San­
dy will play Springfield Friday at 
3 30 p.m. Dependant upon schedul­
ing, Sandy will play Saturday either 
at 10 30 a m. or 4 30 p m

During the regular season. Sandy s 
team won five of its last six games, 
each game being play ed against the 
league's top three teams

Knotts won the team 's triple 
crown, leading Sandy in batting 
average ( 432), home runs i2l and 
runs batted in 1161 He also had an 
on-base average of 672, leading the 
team.

In addition to Knotts, Pete Nusaw, 
Jesse Schiel, Wheeler and Wallace 
also had seasons of batting .300 or 
better

Welches Little League

The Welches Junior American Lit­
tle league baseball team, composed 
of 11- and 12-year-olds, took sixth 
place in the Oregon State Junior 
American Tournament last weekend 
in Cornelius.

The eight-team, double-elimination 
tournament paired Welches with 
Beaverton in the first-round contest 
Welches was beaten by Beaverton 
9-5, sending Welches to the losers’ 
bracket

Beaverton got out to a 4-0 advan­
tage before Welches scored in the top 
of the third inning.

After a strikeout and two walks, 
Nyan Barker singled home the two 
players who walked, pulling Welches 
to within two runs, 4-2.

But Beaverton added four runs in 
the bottom of the third to up its lead 
to 8-2

Welches countered in the top of the 
fourth with two runs. With the bases 
loaded, one Welches player walked 
and another was hit by a pitch, ad­
ding two runs to Welches' tally, 8-4

In the top of the fifth, Welches' 
Matt Tenhonnen nailed a solo home 
run, pulling his team to w ithin three. 
8-5

Beaverton added another run in the 
bottom of the fifth and eventually 
won, 9-5.

‘ Our early game really hit us 
hard," said Non Banzer, Welches 
coach. "We had some tough competi­
tion, there's no doubt about it."

Welches' second game was more of 
a success for Banzer and his crew, as 
the team came from behind to earn 
an 8-4 victory.

Football camp stresses fun
lessons of life the young athletes 
are finding out about?

"F irst of all, being around 
coaches, learning a little bit of the 
discipline: when the coach talks, 
pay attention; some of those 
things," Eunderburg said 

Again, Eunderburg wants to em­
phasize that, although this is a foot­
ball camp, there’s more to life than 
football. Football can be used as a 
p a ra lle l and a tool to use 
throughout life.

"I always try to talk a little bit 
about the things about attitude Not 
necessarily Just football, but if you 
want to be a winner in life

"1 try to prepare them a little bit 
for when the school year starts, too, 
because the kids are going to be 
freshmen. It’s a big change from 
junior high coming to high school, 
and it's real easy to get lost in the 
shuffle," he said.

Funderburg says he has fun with 
the camp because the object is 
neither to scrutinize the players' 
abilities nor to recruit. Little 
coaching actually is done; it is 
mostly teaching.

He said that the teaching can be 
humorous because the younger 
p lay ers ' ta len ts  a re  not as 
developed as the players on his high 
school team.

For example, when they are put 
on the spot at quarterback, some 
players forget that it is "Hut, hut" 
that comes after "Ready, set."

"You've Just got to kind of stand 
back and remove yourself from the 
situation, Just laugh and say Hey, 
no problem, buddy ’ The thing 
you've got to do is pat them on their 
back, keep it fun and keep it in 
perspective," Eunderburg said. 
"The kids are paying to lx* here to 
have some fun.

"Our goal isn't to come down 
hard on them. Our goal is just to 
give them their money’s worth, 
have fun and learn some football."

About 30 young foot twill players 
are taking part in the Black Attack 
Football Camp this week at Pop 
Nannow Stadium.

The players participating m the 
camp will be entering the sixth 
through ninth grades this fall Each 
participant received a camp T-shirt

"We're not really looking for any 
specific talent,” Funderburg said 
"The kids are upcoming freshmen 
and we want to get them pumped 
up If they have a positive ex­
perience. they can tell their friends 
how much fun it was, i and i we can 
get them out for football ."

Funderburg is aided by some 
members of Sandy's coaching staff, 
who are on hand to help the play ers 
Also helping out are some of the 
players from the high school, who 
play a key role in the camp, 
Funderburg said

"It helps to always have a few of 
the older kids down here,” Funder­
burg said "It kind of gives (the 
younger athletes) the chance to be 
around those kids und not feel so in­
timidated when they actually start 
football iat the high school level).
