For example, the article inaccurately

claimed a $200 million cost for the project.

The project cost models ranged from $109

million to $135 million for various options

to fully consolidate City Hall and accom-

modate growth to at least the year 2030. 

The article said the design team recom-

mended almost quadrupling the size of the

current building. The difference between the

amount of space currently occupied by city

offices throughout the downtown and the

amount recommended for a new building is

22 percent, an increase to address a lack of

meeting space. The article tapped the anti-

worker vein with false claims of plans for

larger offices when many staff, perhaps

most, would receive smaller but more open

and efficient workspaces.
