This should not be seen as a tragedy
but an opportunity to rid ourselves of burden-
some parasites who cannot manage the
money we give them.

As a community we can do things for our-
selves that a government would only foul up
in bureaucratic non-sense. If we must have
one, let it be a “night watchman” rather than a
thieving, lying nanny who acts like a little
child when things don’t go its way. Let’s take
this opportunity and nourish it.
