Even better, rural Lane County offers a 

resplendent setting for wine tasting, whether 

you head south to the Lorane Valley, north 

to the Cheshire area or somewhere in 

between. From the old farmhouses nestled 

into the green hills to the sweet, earthy 

smell in the air, you’ll forget you’re just a 

few minutes from home.
