eat Your Flowers
Eric Garcia, head chef at Rain Northwest, says he runs a 

high-utilization kitchen. “We try to always use what’s left for 

something else so nothing goes into the trash,” he says. “It’s 

not only good for the business because that helps us save 

money but it makes less trash.”

The restaurant’s goal is to eventually be self-sustainable 

by growing its own produce either on-site or in a farm 

outlet. As of now, the restaurant is doing some of that, but 

since the farm-to-table restaurant has only been open a few 

months, it’s just getting started. 

Garcia utilizes some molecular techniques to change the 

taste or texture of the food. He also uses edible flower blossoms 

such as nasturtiums, borage and calendula. “People think that flowers 

on a plate are mainly for garnish and that you can slide it off the plate, but it is really part of the 

plate,” Garcia says. 

Bright orange and yellow nasturtiums add a spicy note. The leaves, Garcia says, are also 

spicy but taste more plant-like, making them good for salads. Calendula has “a little spicy note,” 

but Garcia considers them more of the bitter end, again, good with mixed greens. “And borage 

is floral all around,” he says. “We put flowers on almost every plate we have.” — Vanessa Salvia
