New Preserve On
Upper Chetco To
Be Set Aside

“Kalmiopsis Wild Area”
To Be Set Aside By
Forest Service Soon

The proposal to set aside 78.-|
230 acres on the headwaters of
the Che River in Curry County
as a Wild Area, is announced by
Regional Forester H. J. Andrews
of Portland. Such areas are pro-
vide '. for under Regulation U-2
of the Department of Agriculture
for '.*".r preservation of areas of
more than local interest because
f the presence of rare objects
of nature, flora, or fauna, or other
features making preservation de-

I'he special feature in this pro-
posed wild area is the presence
of patches of the rare Kalmiopsis
Leachiana, whose discovery and
identification ten years ago re-
ceived much publicity and at-
tracted the attention of botanists
| and other nature lovers in many
places. Inquiries and requests for
seeds of this rare species came
to the Forest Service not only

from different parts of the United
but from England.

Now it is planned to preserve
is area with its natural condi-
tion undisturbed for present and
future nature lovers to enjoy. The
area has very little merchantable
timber, the topography is rugged |
and broken with rocky ridges and
canyons. Forest trails give the
only suface access to the tract.
If this proposed classification is
adopted the construction of roads,
summer homes, hotels, resorts or
similar developments will be pro-
hibited, as well as the commer-
cial cutting of timber within the
area.

The name proposed for this
area is “Kalmiopsis Wild Area”
which calls attention to the rare
and beautiful shrub which makes
the tract attractive. Final action
on this proposed classification
may be taken after 90 days, un-.
less action is filed in writing with |
the supervisior of the Siskiyou
National Forest, Grants Pass. I
