Man Explains Need 
For “Co-operation”

wits from the surprise, and to 
give chase with their axes, the 
bear had quite a head-start.

Mrs. H. C. Head of Klam ath 
Falls is spending a few days in 
this area, looking after her iilies.
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A big stride was gained by th e ’ 
West Coast Bulb Growers Co-op 
Monday evening at the Harbor 
Grange hall, when many local 
growers affiliated with that group 
at an organization meeting.

Andy Flynn of Crescent City, 
president of the Co-op, explained 
the purpose of the meeting, and 
introduced members of his board 
of directors, who, if they wished, 
spoke briefly on any phase they 
cared to. M. E. Nicodemus told 
of the meeting of Pacific Bulb 
Growers Association at Coos Bay 
last week, when organization of 
that group was completed.

Mark C. Cotton, m anager of 
West Coast Bulb Growers, told 
of his eastern survey trip, and 
told of the price-setting meeting. 
May 7, at Coos Bay, explaining 
each step taken by the co-op in 
arriving at the final figures.

He corrected a few misunder­
standings current about the area.

Instead of “60% of the year­
lings are sevens,” the statem ent 
should be: 60% of each crop 
reaches sevens; 30% reach eights, 
nine per cent reach nines and one 
per cent reach tens.”

Pointing to the competitive an­
gles which have arisen to the 
Croft lily industry, Mr. , Cotton 
revealed findings of his survey 
of m arkets in the east. "Even 
candy jelly beans, rabbits and 
such had been put on the stands 
to take place of the lily at Eas­
ter time.” He told of competition 
afforded by lilies of the south, 
such as Creoles, Florida, Mexi­
can and of the competition of 

Viola °Gher Bowers such as hydrangias.
“The price structure is so set 

up that the lilies have price ap­
peal, as well as inducement for 
jobbers to sell them,” Mr. Cotton 
told the growers in explanation 
to questions raised by various 
people. “The lily m arket must be 
re-created if it is to exist, to 
say nothing about prosper.”

C. H. Wilcox, of the Pacific Sup­
ply Co-operative, of W alla Walla, 
Wash., told the audience the whys 
of the co-operative movement, 
gave examples where co-opera­
tives saved industries, closest of 
which was the barley growers of 
the Klamath Falls area.
