Mrs. Jill Gei­
g er of Brookings offers this rec­
ipe :

SW EDISH MEAT BALLS
1 pound round steak.

cup chopped onions.
% cup g rated  raw potatoes.
2 eggs.
'u pound lean pork.
1 tablesspoon butter.
2 cups milk.
S alt and pepper.
B utter, flour, beef s t o c k  or 

bouillion from cubes.
Grind the beef and pork very 

fine, brown the onions in the fat. 
T hen combine them  with m eat, 
potatoes, milk, egg yolks and one 
egg white. Season to tas t with 
aa lt and pepper. Mix and work 
th e  m ix tu re  fifteen m inutes until 
sm ooth. P u t in a covered bowl 
in the  re frig e ra to r for two hours, 
then  shape into sm all balls.

F ry  these in a little  b u tte r un­
til they  a re  brown on all sides 
and cooked through. M a k e  a 
smooth brown gravy in the pan 
by adding beef stock or bouillion. 
-For this s tir  one tablespoon flour! 
in to  th ree  tablespoons bouillion 
and then smooth s tir  into the hot 
brow ning pan fat Mix. add cup 
bouillion stirring  smoothly, then; 
add ano ther half cup of s lig h tly ; 
m ore. The gravy should not be 
thick but savory and hot Add 
herbs o r kitchen bouquet or any 
favorite  gravy seasoning. Place 
the hot meat balls in a chafing 
dish or grill and pour the gravy 
over and around them. Keep hot 
th roughout the meal This recipe 
serves six. Makes 12 to 18 or more 
m eat balls
