J. C. “Dinty” Moore, marketing specialist from
Oregon State College, who spoke Monday evening 
to a meeting of Croft Lily Growers Association, did 
not pull any punches” in his analysis of trends in 
all markets, not alone the lily market.

All luxuries, under whihc any flower 
grower labors in raising his crop, must derive sales 
from that 22 per cent of the average consumer’s 
dollai. Certainly, by that token, these flowers must 
he grown competitively, not only with one state over 
another, this country against ail foreign nations, but 
one flower to another.

Abnormal conditions brought on bv the war no 
longer exist. I hose days of exhorbitant wages are 
gone, and gone must be some of the bidding for the 
flowers, no matter what variety they may be. Lilies 
at Uar . ----- -  -  myth today. Foreign nations, 
to eat must sell their goods, and manv of them on the 
i mted States markets Tariff on these bulbs mav 
raise the price a few cents per bulb, but in the end 
it must he the American grower who will answer 

at (ph‘>tion by raising better bulbs, more per acre, 
b e tte r in performance, at the same price.
