per bloom less than a year ago.
The florist who bought the bulb 

last fall paid the lowest price 
since pre-war days. The w ar­
time price of SI per bulb are 
dead pigeons. Rampant produc* 
tion killed them.

When florists bought bulbs in 
the autumn of 1946 for this Eas- 

' te r’s lilies, the top price paid 
in this bulb capital (referring to 
Brookings) was 60c for a 10 to 
12-inch bulb. The average price 
was about 40c. Some bulbs sold 
as low as 17’ic.

And back of this tumble from 
the $1 level is a tale of dizzying 
acceleration in lily bulb horti­
culture. It started  with Pearl 
Harbor. In Pre-w ar days, Japan 
yearly poured an avalanche of 

¡some 23 million bulbs across the 
Pacific. Then the avalanche was 
abruptly halted.

Oregon, a modest producer in 
those days, saw its bulb prices 
soar 900H as the w ar progressed. 
And, this prompted, the produc- 

' tion rampage got under way. Fig­
ures show much rampant it was. 
Oregon's pre-war output: about 
100.000 bulbs yearly. The 1945 
crop: 12 million bulbs. Last year 
the total was 31 million bulbs.

Although Oregon, accounting 
for about half of the nation's 
production, heads the parade; 
other states have climbed onto 
the bandwagon. Notable among 
these were California, W ashing­
ton, Louisiana, Florida, Texas 
and Georgia.

The hulb growers, s o m e  of 
whom had yearly returns of as 
much as $20,000 an acre when 
the fantastic boom was at its 
peak, are now nervous. And the 
towering production isn’t their 
only concern. They worry over 
the return of the Japs to the 
field.

Around the first of the year, 
the first imports of Jap  bulbs 
since 1941 slipped into Seattle. J 
The total was only a skimpy 
21.000 bulbs. But the U. S. grow­
ers can’t help thinking this may 
be the vanguard of an arm y of 
bulbs to follow.

“In any case, the prospect for 
the Easter lily purchaser is a 
happy one. As one Oregonian 
put is: •
