Land Available If
'Yes' Vote Given
At School Election

On a recent visit to Brokings
J. L. Turnbull, building and site 
specialist from Oregon S ta te  De­
partm ent of Education, advised 
the district th a t aditional land 
would be necessary to provide for 
the additional growth of t h e  
d istrict’s school.

The new Oregon school stan 
dards requires five acres plus an 
addtional acre for each 100 pupils 
of predicted ultim ate enrollm ent 
for the elem entary school, and 10 
acres plus an additional acre for 
each 100 pupils of predicted u lti­
m ate enrollm ent for the h i g h  
school.

A fter looking at several tracts 
of land in the area, Mr. Turnbull 
advised that the district should 
obtain additional land adjacent 
to the present school grounds, and 
suggested th a t with both the high 
and elem entary grounds adjacent 
to each other, probably 17 or 18 
acres would satisfy the require­
ments of the school as far as the 
S ta te  D epartm ent of Education 
was concerned.

Acting on the recommendation 
of Mr. Turnbull, the board ob­
tained options from Mr. and Mrs. 
Sabin, Mr. and Mrs. Bollinger, 
and Mr. and Mrs. Docherty for thé 
needed poperty. Options w ere:

Sabin tract, 1.1 acres... $2,250

Bollinger tract, 3 acres 7,000

Docherty tract, 2 acres 5,500

The board is therefore calling 
a special meeting of the voters 
of School D istrict No. 17C to au­
thorize purchase of the needed 
additional land, and to authorize 
payment to be made from back 
tax and serial levy moneys. The 
meeting will be held April 3, at 
8.00 p. m. a t the school house 
(gymnasium).
