The Oregon bonus is exempt 
Irom state and federal income 
taxation, along with most other 
benefits payable to war veterans 
or their survivors, the State De­
partment of Veterans’ Affairs re 
I»orted this week. Other items ex­
cluded in computing federal and 
state tax returns are:

Bonuses paid by other states; 
G.l. insurance dividends; all edu­
cation and training benefits, com­
pensation and pensions paid by 
the Veterans’ administration to 
veterans ot any war including Ko­
rea; insurance proceeds paid on 
death ol the insured; muslering- 
out pay and jobless benefits paid 
under the Korean GI bill; death 
gratuity pay; and social security 
benefits, workmen’s compensation 
and sickness benefits.

Retirement pay for length of 
military service is taxed by Un­
cle Sam and the State of Ore­
gon. Disability retirement pay is 
exempt from federal taxation, 
while Oregon taxes any amounr 
in excess of $1500 with this ex­
ception if the Veterans’ admin­
istration had at one time been 
responsible tor making the pay •

ment then it is totally exempt.
Oregon servicemen on active 

service duty enjoy a state tax 
exclusion on the first $3000 of 
their annual military pay. This 
also means pay earned during 
annual National Guard summer 
camp or reserve cruises or man­
euvers of two weeks or more. 

Servicemen must pay federal
taxes on their military income 
except tor periods of service in 
Korea or adjacent waters, or for 
periods of hospitalization as the 
result ot service in Korea. Any 
income taxes owned by a service­
man who dies on active duty as 
the result of service in Korea by 
Uncle Sam.
