To remove heel m arks from 
varnished floors: Rub lightly 
w ith turpentine. Caution: Exces­
sive use of turpentine will act 
as a solvent for a varnish finish.

W allpaper may need special 
types of cleaning from time to 
time. There are several kinds
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of w allpaper that can he pur­
chased in both the washable and 
*non-w ashable types as well as 
with a plastic finish. The dough­
ty pe cleaners may be used on 
both washable and non-washable 
papers. Cleaning by this method 
requires time and effort, hut very 
satisfactory results may . be 
achieved. Commercial doughs are 
available, or the homemade 
cleaner which will he given out 
to unit members or can be ob­
tained a t the county extension 
office.
