TO LEAVE CITY

Eire departm en t equipm ent be­
longing to the city  of Brookings 
cannot leave the city , except un ­
der 'co n trac t, according to a de­
cis on made by the  C ity Council 
and announced by M ayor R obert 
Dimmick last week.

The action w as taken . M ayor 
Dimmick said, in the view of legal 
optn on that the  city  would he li­
able for dam ages caused by fire 
if the equipm ent was outside the  
city at the time. To answ er ca lls 
outside the a rea , he said, would 
leave the city  dw ellers who pay 
for the fire equipm ent w ithout 
protection

Only one co n trac t has been 
m ade for fire p ro tec tion  w ith the 
city, th a t w ith S ou th  Coast M ill­
ing Co.
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
