Not since 1949 have the Pacific 
N orthw est D ouglas fir forests 
produced a good crop of seed 
Artificial refo resta tion  in W ash­
ington and Oregon is th rea tened  
w ith a tem porary  decrease in its 
rapid m om entum  of the last dec­
ade. A drop in th ■ usually  pro 
lific n a tu ra l regeneration  of this 
species is expected for a y ear- or 
two.

F oresters  in need of five ton 
> D ouglas fir seed a year' for- us 
n northw est nurs lies and for 

d irec t seeding from  helicopte . I 
. their- cuplioards a re  bare said 
W. 1 H agenstein, Industrial F o r­
estry  Association chief forester.

“We generally  get a good se
y ea r in fir-,” H agenstein stated ,

out th ree tim es in ten  year’s. 
Hemlock and cedar a re  much 
m ore reg u la r se, d producers, in 
bey produce good seed crops 
ight out of every tr n w a r s .”

D uring light seed years like 
1953, the forest leader said, the 
1 ut put of seed is just barely 

nough to feed the rodents and 
insects and little  if any is left fo 
oroduce new trees. R esult is that 
n a tu ra l regeneration is less than  
average during such years.

H agenstein observed th a t ro­
dents especially savor the re la ­
tively large 40,0()0*to a pound 
D ouglas fir seeds. Hemlock and 
cedar seeds are only about a ten ’ll 
as large, requiring from 300,000 
to 400,000 to m ake a pound.

F o resters  store seed durin r 
good years, be* pointed out, but 
'h e  poor- seed crops for- several 
w ar's  in a row has nearly  ex­

hausted  seed reserves. “W hat the 
Douglas fir region» needs m ost,” 
H agenstein  s a d .  “ is a bum per 
seed crop in 1954.”
