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LOCAL FRIENDS MOURN PASSING 
OF JUDGE SANDBO IN CALIFORNIA

When Albert Sandbo was laid 
to  rest last week in the Masonic 
Home cemetery at Decoto, C ali­
fornia, Brookings lost ag rand old 
m an, and California lost an early  
pioneer and an honored citizen.

He was a native of M innesota 
and was reared in the stern  way 
of its rugged pioneers. Of N or­
wegian parentage, who ch a rac te r­
ized the th rift and in tegrity  and 
sim plicity  of the old country  im ­
m igran ts ot that stu rdy  race, A l­
b e it retained those sam e charac- 
te i sties of hon sty  and genuine­
ness of his ancestry , and of his 
ea rly  training. Those qualities, 
toge ther w ith a w arm  friendliness 
and with the highest tyj»«» of m an­
hood which he represented, mad ■ 
him the outstanding  man that he 
w as and won for him a host of 
friends always.

When a boy he worked on his 
fa th e r’s farm  and then hired out 
to a neighbor lo r  $8 a m onth and 
board. He figured in the early  d< 
velopm ent of the  Red R iver Val- 
ley of the N orth in M innesota and 
1 ako ta  and “ the little  old sod 
Khanty on the p lains” was a re a l­
ity  to him He often recalle ,1 
those early  days w ith a sto ry  and 
w ith a jest.

W ith the urge of “Go West 
young m an ,” Albert cam e to C ali­
forn ia . T here he was real esta te  
m an, orange grow er, hotel p ropri­
e to r and re s tau ran t owner. I, was 
o u r  pleasant experience to motor 
through C alifornia w ith the Sand- 

ímw in very recent years and to 
know how fam iliar he was with 
all p a rts  of the s ta te  its rivers, 
its  fertile  farm  lands, its valleys 
and its flourishing tow ns w ere 
a il a p art of his early  life there.
As we rode along, such rem arks 
as, T’ve fished that river m any 
times. H ere we cam p 'd , over that 
hill yonder was a farm  I owned, 
her«  in a northern  town we 
looked up the hotel building w here 
he operated  a hotel and in the 
south  drove through orange and 
lemon groves he owned lb ' m ar­
veled at the  grow th of its high­
w ays and its cities and towns.

F ina lly  he settled  in San Jose 
w here he operated  re s tau ran ts  in 
d iffe ren t locations H ere it was 
lie met and m arried Maude M artz 
who survives him at the Masonic

Home. He became the daddy 
h s own expression of the Golden 
Rule Lodge 479 of San Jose ami 
its first m aster. He was also 
past m aste r of San Jose Lodge 
10 A.F. & A.M.

O ccasionally when he lived here 
h e  would re tu rn  to his San Jose 
lodg as its honored guest at 
some ou tstand ing  function.

In O ctober. 1919, he was in­
vested w ith the rank of K night 
C om m ander ot C ourt of Honor 
in th e  Scottish  Rite, an honor sel­
dom atta ined .

About 15 years ago the Sandbo* 
cam e to Brookings and for sev­
eral years they op ra ted  the S an d ­
bo Auto C ourt a t H arbor. W hen 
lily gold bloomed on H arbor acres 
they com bined the lily bulb in­
d ustry  w ith th e ir au to  court busi­
ness. A lbert was prom inent in 
organizational w ork connected 
w ith th a t industry. F o r m any 
years he w as d irec to r and vie* 
president of the Coos-Curry E lec­
tr ic  cooperative and consistently  
m ade the  necessary trips to Co­
quille in connection w ith th a t o f­
fice. He served this com m unity 
w ith a sincerity  and w ith pride.

F or six years prior to leaving 
for Decoto he was justice of 
peace. His ou tstand ing  qualities 
w ere his love of life and his pleas- 
ureable pride in being able to 
serve.

He rarely* if ever, missed a 
night at lodge o r ch ap te r and was 
alw ays »ready for a night of fun 
while the serious p art of its ce re­
monies w ere close to his heart. 
For years he and his charm ing 
wife, M aude, w ere active m em bers 
of the local Grange, enjoying its I 
social ac tiv ities.

And so through the y ears this 
fine couple m ade for them selves 
a wide and w arm  circle of friends.

I t  w as w ith  deep regret that 
Judge Sandbo left his active life 
and his friends and re tired  to live 
a t the M asonic Home. H ere with 
his fra te rn a l b ro thers he spent 
a happy year. F requen tly  he and 
M aude would enjoy a night at the 
San Jose ch ap te r w ith  old friends

He passed aw ay peacefully 
early  on the m orning of February 
2, a f te r  an unusually  good n igh t’s 
rest. He had been accustom ed to 
ea ting  a light b reak fast in his 
room and it was w hile he sat in 
his cha ir w aiting  for M aude to
