tablished by Oregon S tate  college 
to help Oregon’s tim ber industry 
solve present-day problems and 
better plan for the future.
OSC’s forestry research, wh ch 
dates back to 1927, will be ex­
pand« d under station plans to in­
clude all phases of forest m an­
agement and products.

Special attention is planned on 
second, (growth tim ber; regenera­
tion of forests, including soils, in­
sects, diseases and utilization 
phases; and w ater conservation as 
related to forest management. The
