M ary E., was the daugh ter of 
Henry and Rachel F ram e and we 
1 .?  ? cn the au thority  of the
pioneers ns Ra'eigh Scott. Asa 
Crook, and others, t in t  l it t 'e  M ary 
w rs the first w hite child born in 
the infant settlem ent la te r known 
as Crescent City. These worthy 
elders also say th a t the whole 
town took a day off and celebrated 
the event in tru e  style.

M ary's brother. F rank, was 
born in Sm ith River, Septem ber 
20. 1854. and ma;, well hav,? been 
the first boy of his race born there

So far. this w rite r has turned 
up nothing as lo w hat became of 
the father. Henry F ram e and the 
thread shifts som ew hat to Mav­
erick B. Gregory.

We find in the con tract survey 
field notes of 1857 tha t Mr. Greg 
cry ’s home was very close to 
where the U pper Chetco Schoo: 
now sits and soon a f te r  title  to 
this property includes his wife 
Rachel, and in February  1881. in 
disposing of M. B s  es ta te  she sold 
the property  to  Johnson Gardner 
well known as the sire of quite 
a large local family, and the prop­
erty  eventually  became w hat is 
row  the C all W hite and George 
Funk places

G etting back to  Maverick, he is 
said to  have squatted , at one tim e 
about a mile south of Euchre 
Creek. This w rite r has seen, in 
the early  records, reference to 
"Old Gregg’s Creek" but not def­
initely located w here Gi gg's 
Creek is now m arked. He held 
several county offices, having been 
County Judge of C urry in 1861, 
(a t a sa lary  of $200 per annum ) 
and although no record has yet 
been tu rned  up of his and Rachel's 
m arriage, it has been several 
tim es mentioned th a t they were 
man and wife.

Emil August Kamberg. 85. died 
at Crescent City, on October 10th 
He was born in Chicago. August
II. 1870. and when only 8 years 
old. came to Crescent City. v a 
boat, .vith his family, from San 
Francisco. They settled  on th - 
Winchuck for several years before 
moving to  Sm ith River where E r ll 
was alw ays busy, either with farm  
work, o r running a cobb’.vr and 
barbershop.

Robert came west a f te r  serving 
th ree years during the Civil Wa 
and arrived in Coos County in 
1865, la te r living lor some 12 years 
in C urry County, during which he 
was sheriff from 1874 to 1878 and 
ten years la te r moving to  Bandon 
The couple had 5 ch ild ren : Mary 
L.. Robert F., P earl R . H arry  J., 
and Claire I.
