THERE ARE THREE THRIV­
ING BUSINESSES in Harbor 
that have not been noticed by 
everyone. We will take them in 
the order that they tippear in the 
Ad-Rime Directory’.

I TIIE THREE SISTERS TRAIL­
ER COURT, formerly the Smith 

i Trailer Court, is located on the 
hill above Hanscam’s Center. 
The owners. E. R. and Ruth 
Stevers, can sit in their living 
room and overlook the Chetco 
River fishermen from above the 
bridge on out into the Ocean.

The Stevers have proved to be 
progressive business people. They 
took over from Mr. and Mrs. 
James Smith, September 15th of 
last year with a home, 3 cabins, 
and 6 trailer spaces. Now they 
have increased to 4 cabins and 9 
trailer spaces and they have def­
inite plans for continued en­
largement.

SOME COMMON FALLACIES 
ABOUT WOOD

Department of Agriculture 
FALLACY 3—That there is such 
a thing as "dry rot" of wood. 
Much has been written or said 
about ‘dry rot’ in buildings. Any 
brown, crumbly rot is so called, 
but the term is a misnomer. No 
fungus can grow without water. 
Wood is th? fixxi for the wood- 
destroying fungi, but they can­
not use that food unless it con 
tains at least 20 percent of water 
(based on the weight of the 
oven-dry wood). However, the 
fungi that are responsible for 
some of the decay in buildings 
are capable of rotting wood that 
is apparently much drier, for 
they produce water-conducting 
strands which carry water from 
soume source, usually in the 
ground, up into buildings where 
the wood normally would be dry. 
Moreover, some wood-destroying 
fungi can remain dormant in 
dry wood for months or even for 
years and then, revive and contin­
ue their destructive work as 
soon as moisture becomes avail­
able.

Call it dry rot if you wish, the 
fungi that come sneaking into a 
house carrying their water sup­
ply are bad ones and should 
have been kept out by proper- 
precautions when the house was 
built. The Latin name of the 
most common one in the United 
States is Poria inerassata. It is 
at home in the South, on the 
Pacific Coast, and as far north 
as Pennsylvania and Nebraska.

Here is an exam ple: A house 
was completely w rteked by the 
destroyer in less than 10 years. 
Investigation showed that some 
of the floor joists were allowed 
to rest on an old stum p that 
happened to be in just the right 
place or th«' wrong place. Don’t 
give this w recker a chance to 
get into your home by leaving 
planks or tim bers connecting the 
structu re  with the ground A fter 
Poria incrus at a gets s ta rted  it 
can set up i ts  own connections 
with the damp ground, an ugly 
rootlike growth som etim es as 
big as your finger and thumb.

A good, dry. well-built frame 
house is in practically no danger 
from decay if just a few normal 
precautions are taken. (1) Build 
on a well-drained site and avoid 
construction that allows moist­
ure to accumulatef in joints or 
pockets; (21 seen nr» well-seas­
oned lumber; (3) do not allow 
the selected material to lie on 
the ground after it has been de­
livered on the job; (4 > untreated 
lumber should not bi* allowed 
to come in contact with the soil 
or with foundations or walls 
which are liable to be damp, and 
should not be embedded In con­
crete without leaving ventilation 
around the ends of the timbers; 
(5) wood flooring, unleu it has 
been chemically treated should 
never he laid directly on the 
soil or concrete that is in contact 
with the soil: <6) remember that 
dry wood will not decay.

are good for one year only, end­
ing each June 30th, Farrell said.

He said that every year his 
department receives complaints 
of overcharging or poor service 
by transient workers, but he 
pointed out that by the time the 
complaints are received the off­
enders may be out of the state.
