Mere important than gentle 
handling is the fact that the auto»- 
matic does a better washing job 
on milady’s lingerie than she can 
do with her own bare hands.

Reporting on a lingerie wash 
test program which compared 
washing results of automatics 
with typical washbowl laundry, 
the Tide Washing Clinic found 
that in all cases the automatic 
did the superior job. It also found 
that washbowl laundry was suc­
cessful only when it approxi­
mated the washing process of the 
fine fabric cycle on the automatic.

This is particularly true with 
nylon and other man-made fibers. 
When washed, lingerie picks up 
dye from lint specks- of outer 
garments to give it a grey cast.

Good washing procedure com­
pensates for this but it is difficult 
to achieve in a washbasin. Es­
sentially, four factors are needed 
in good washing—hot water,

adequate ag ita tio n , sufficient 
sudsing detergent and thorough 
rinsing.

Unfortunately, hot water, while 
important to cleaning, must be 
avoided in washing man-made 
fabrics because of the wrinkling
factor.

Generally washbowl laundres­
ses use enough Tide or other 
sudsing detergent but fall down 
on agitating and rinsing.
