While the market
shows some signs of
atrifle more firm-
ness, Crow's Lumber
Price Index de clined
again in the two-week
period ending May 31,
Threat of a strike in
British Columbia mills
has given Standard and
Better green Douglas
Fir dimension some
support, especially
2 x 10, but lower
grades have shown no
signs of renewed life.
There has been no
change in kiln-dried
Douglas Fir, except
that random lengths
of dimension from less
favored mills is weak-

er.

White Fir dimension
from Western Pine re-
gion mills is moving
in good volune, but
prices have not picked
up. Common grade
Ponderosa Pire boards
in some widths and
grades are softer due

to seasonal appearance
of air-dried stock.
Selects and shop grad-
es are slow at all but
a few mills.

Plywood sheathing
continues firm at $105
to $108, Sanded stock
ig firm at $72, but
production is strong.
