apart fish in g  lo c a t­
ions up the co a st from  
Br ooking s e n j oy a wide - 
spread u s e  f r o m  a ll  
over the v a lley . Hun­
dreds of boats use the 
W inchester Bay fa c i l ­
it ie s  each  w eekend dur­
ing the su m m er, a s  is  
the ca se  at Depot Bay 
and others on the co a st. 
T his a rea  could enjoy  
a great deal of patron­
age from  boating e n ­
th u sia sts  in the Med­
ford -G ran ts P a ss  area , 
as w ell a s  north of 
h ere, it was pointed  
out. C alifornia r e s i ­
dents, who now use the 
Sm ith R iver grounds 
e x te n s iv e ly , would wel« 
com e anadditionalplaoe  
to  fish .

The co m m iss io n  e x ­
pects that much of the 
co m m erc ia l d evelop ­
m ent of the P ort w ill 
be done by private cap ­
ita l, costin g  the ta x ­
payers nothing, but 
contributing m ateria lly  
to  the norm al op erat­
ing c o s t s . T hese would 
of cou rse  include m oor­
a g e  s p a c e  and dock  
fa c il it ie s  for commer­
c ia l f ish erm en , and 
would no doubt n e c e s ­
sita te  the construction  
of f ish  handling and 
p ro cess in g  p lants, as  
w ell a s  the future d ev ­
elopm ent of the shrim p  
grounds lying just off 
our c o a st . The era  
fish erm en  a ls o  would 
operate e x te n s iv e ly  out 
of th is port, inasm uch  
a s  the sea so n  is  m ore  
d esira b le  to  co m m er­
c ia l fish in g  boats and 
th eir  op erators than 
that of C aliforn ia .

It w as further point­
ed out that much of the 
salm on and crab is ob- 
tained o f f s h o r e  from  
O regon but is  taken to  
C aliforn ia  ports and 
so ld , contributing no­
thing to the state of 
O regon. State ta x es  on 
the catch would be c o l­
lected  here from  boats 
shipping out of th is  
port, and the em p lo y ­
e s  req u ired  to  p r o c ess  
the catch would com e  
from  th is com m unity , 
further contributing to  
the econ om y of the area., 
It was em p h asized  that 
som e 100 wom en are  
em ployed by the shrim p  
p r o c e s so r s  in the C r e s ­
c e n t  C ity a r e a , and 
th ere  is  no rea so n  why 
B rookings should not 
develop  a s im ila r  in ­
dustry.
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
