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employee is still dissatisfied after the 
personnel committee has reviewed his 
rating, he may carry his appeal to the 
Civil Service Commission. In addition 
to the handling of service rating ap­
peals, the departmental personnel com­
mittees are authorized to make recom­
mendations to the department head and 
to the Civil Service Commission con­
cerning any matters involving the per­
sonnel of the department.
