The will-of-the-wisp price index is
still eluding control and proceeding to

rise steadily. Graphs recently published
by the U. S. Department of Labor use
August 1939 consumer prices as 100 7.

These graphs show that the price
index rose to 1129, by December 1941.
During the war years it climbed stead-
ily to 1319% in September, 1945, to
135% in June, 1946. Then came the
end of price control. In March, 1947,
the consumers price index rang the bell
at 1587, having risen as much in one
year as in the five years between 1941
and 1946.
