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income tax law and a proportionate 
property tax measure. Along with al­
leviating the increasing demand upon 
government services, the passage o f  the 
sales tax at lèast will give Oregon a 
start on matching the progressive 
thinking of our coastal neighbors, 
Washington and California;”

In the September-October issue of 
this magazine we will present a sum­
mation of the most important argu­
ments both against and m favor of 
the sales tax act. Our interests as state 
employees lie in being employed by a 
•solvent and prospering employer. This 
subject seems worthy of our serious 
consideration and. intelligent thought.
