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OSEA Asks Investigation 
Of Discrimination Claims

OSEA has asked the Bureau of Labor's Civil Rights Division to 
investigate nine complaints of sex discrimination in state em- 
ployrnent filed by female employes of five colleges and universities.

The employes, all classified as domestic workers, claim they 
perform the same work as male employes classified as custodial 
workers but get paid less.

The salary range for custodial worker is $443—$466—$489. The 
salary range for domestic worker 1 is $330—$346—$364. That's a 
difference of $113 at the firs t step, $120 at the second step and $125 at 
the th ird  step of the salary range.

All of the complaints were filed with OSEA staff member John M. 
Schoonover. He turned them over to Eleanor M. Meyers of the Civil 
Rights Division in Oregon's Bureau of Labor.

Schools involved in the complaints are Oregon College of 
Education in Monmouth, Oregon State University in Corvallis, 
University of Oregon in Eugene, Southern Oregon College in Ashland 
and Oregon Technical Institute In Klamath Falls. The women work 
in housing departments, student unions and physical plants'

" I  receive less pay than the custodians. They do the same job as I 
do, but I am classified as a domestic worker because I am a woman.
I feel this is unfair and shows discrim ¡nation because of my sex," one 
woman said in her complaint. " I  do custodial work and get domestic 
worker wages," another said.

Another employe listed 12 duties done by custodial workers at her 
school, and 12 jobs performed by domestic workers. Both lists were, 
the same. " I f  we are doing the same work, why don't we get equal 
pay?" she asked in her complaint.

Discrimination in employment on account of sex became Illegal in 
1969 after a bill drafted and introduced by OSEA was passed into law 
by that session of the Legislature.
