The Columbia University faculty has 
decided that the rules which bar stu­
dents from participating in athletics 

i when they are delinquent in classes, 
shall not be enforced until 1910. If the 
ruling were now enforced 70 per cent 
of the athletes of Columbia would be 
ruled out for insufficient preparation.
