Older that you may inform the employees
and the pupils at your school of the facts
and the law.

Before we could procure these trout lh
club had to apsnre the Government that
the owners of the land along La filsh
creek or ditch and Ford creek, would inter-

est themselves to protect the trout, for said
period of two years.

These owners have promised and agreed
to do so and they will report to the Govern-

ment immediately any violation of thelaw
by any person whomsoever.

Trusting you will give this matter your
immediate attention.

Dancing is not inherently evil any more

than money is or the drama is or muic is.

It may be and oltem is abused. There
are lascivious dances and there are bad

who dance, and there are occasions

when ont ougnt not to dance. 80 precisely

are the lewd songs and improper plays au l

vile purposes to which money is put, but

these are no arguments against the legit-

imate use of music or the drama or money.

One can no more consistently condemn

dancing than be can condemn money or

iuUic or the drama. fJStutestuan,

"Do you play football?" asked Pres-

ident Roosevelt in ft recenl letter to a boy

who had written to him for some advice.
