to person and always settles upon a sore

spot.
Now, If you do not want to be bitten or

annoyed by the flies, do not have any sore
spots.

The sam way said he if tha Jews wish
to avoid beine attacked they mut not leave ;

any sore spots exposed that people can
reach.
