Potter, Superintendent of the United States
Indian Training School of 8alem, acquires
title to a valuable claim adjoining the city
of El Reno, Okla., a thriving and growing
city of 10,000 inhabitants.

Mr, Potter was working for the Govern-
ment among the Cheyenne and Arapahoe
Indians, when in April, 1889, the first open-

ing of Oklahoma lands occurred. On the
morning of the opening he was detailed as
special chief of police, in charge of twenty-fiv- e

Indian policemen, and had special in-

structions to guard the boundary line south
of the North Canadian River, where 2000

hungry and excited boomers were camped
and ready to make the run at the signal
given.

Two .hours before noon of that day a
party of cowboys and would be bad men
arrived, determined to ignore orders, enter
the territory and take position for the race
about a quarter of a mile inside of the line.

This Mr. Potter objected to, and, being
an old cowboy himself, he oould not be
bluffed by their threats. With tact and
firmness he rounded up the rebels.

At 12 o'clock the cannon fired the signal
shot and thousands of wild and excited
ho semen were racing for their lives and
