“As thege Indians did not become cit-
izens under the treniy oi Guadaloupe
Iﬁdftlgu, and as thoie hos sinee been no
legislation making them eitizens, the
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state of Californin has regarded then as
subject to the: protection of the national
governtment, the same as other Indians:
while sinee the failure of the treaties the
general government hag reépudiated all
rezponsihility for them as wards of the
United States.  This has leit these non-
roservation Indians without any recog-
nized legnl stutns, o fact which has, in
those parts of Californin where raoil
prejudios ngainst Indians = atill strong,
subjected them Lo much oppression and
abuse,”"—The Word Carrier.
