One of the interesting things in connec-
tion with the herd is the fact that there
are very few dry cows, This year there
was the largest “crop of calves” ever
raiced on the reservation. |

According to the usual custom of
handling the Apache cattle, the cows are
numbered, and in branding all ecalves
are branded with the same number as
their mother. The heifér calves are re-
tained—no cows being sold until too old
for active life on the and the
greatest number of steers are shipped
and sold

Each Indian owns cows bearing hig
nubers; and the voung cows bearing
the same number, becomes his property.
[t is estimated that there are approx-
imately 500  steer-calves  this  year,
which will bring the tribe about $25,000,
