12. That there ie animperative need
for better gualified employes for indus.
trial pogitions and this need can be sup-
plied by the payment of better salaries
and by the provigion for local Ulvil Ser-
vice examinations as before sugge s,

Further, better qualiied nien are
needed as privcipals uf reservationschools
and such men can only he secured by
raising the entrance salary.

18, « That theeffort being put forth for
the stamping out of tuberculosis, trae
choma, and othey digeases among Indians
should be persistently continued,

That wherever practical gymnasiuins
ghould be provided and that systematic
physical training be given.
