New regnlations have heen made con-
cerning the transfer of Indian pupils to
non-reservation echotls gueh as Chema-
wa, Instead of Buperintendents sending
out teachers and other representatives
to collect pupils the Indian parents and
pupils themselves must apply to the
agent or Superintendent of the reserva-
tion and wunder the rules the agent or
Superintendent will arrange to send the
pupils to the nou-reservation school.

If you wish to come to Che-
mawa, or have children you
desire to send, write to Supt.
Edwin L. Chalcraft, Chemawa,
Oregon, and tell your agent or
superintendent that you want
him to arrange for youto come
and he will arrange.
